1. Welcome speech by Katie followed by introductions
2. Approval of Midyear Meeting Minutes
Motion by Steve Stokowski  to approve MOM, seconded by Raghav and approved by executive committee

3. Division Finances presented
4. Discussion on managing IMAD funds 
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]Donation to Foundation $2500.
a. Rusty proposed a motion to donate – Seconded by Riddhika Jain and approved by executive committee
b. Proposed to Donate same amount by Raghav – Seconded by Steve and approved by executive committee
c. Proposed to donate to MEC by Rusty – Seconded by Raghav – approved by Executive committee
b. IMAD fund investment
a. Steve Suggested to vote today even though this decision doesn’t go in effect till October 1st. Vote to move general fund to investment fund proposed by Raghav – seconded by Steve and approved by Executive Committee
b. Motion to move scholarship fund to investment fund by Rusty – Seconded by Raghav – approved by Executive committee
Discussion started by   Marc Herpfer about how Dryer funds should be used in future. There was a decision on create a one pager to describe historical aspects of Dryer Funds.

5. Scholarship update provided by Rusty
6. Steve provided an update on initiative to include students (award winners) for annual conference Luncheon. 
a. Students and award winner would get a chance to introduce themselves and chance to get an employment opportunity. This year students were selected based on IMAD committee personal contacts. 
b. There are around 83 IMAD members joining conference and currently there are over 6000 attendees planning to join SME annual conference.

Steve discussed about possibility of having SME/IMAD booths at other professional conferences to generate more interest especially different Geology conferences.
Katie provided an update that SME has planned to attend NSSGA / GSA conferences and if we provide any more names of these popular conferences, SME would support us in having booth at these conferences.

7. FGIM Update – Thomas Newman sent an email – 2022 continue to be challenging . 
Email from Tom Newman:

“We have not been able to find a State Agency (Geological Survey)  to host the 2022 Forum.
But we are not giving up.   

It is each State Geologist's fiduciary duty to promote their mining industry in their State.
What better venue than an Industrial Minerals FORUM to show their voting constituents, that their tax dollars are being spent - on them!

We call on everyone to help by contacting a State Geologist and reminding them of their mandate.
We now have the backing of the SME to help in organizing a FORUM.

8. Technical Program – Nathan provided an update – Six sessions with 6 to 8 papers
b. Monthly IMAD articles for 2022 – Nathan volunteered for spearheading this project in future
c. Coffee breaks generated a lot of interest for Technical Committee from students

9. Incoming Chair – Nikhil is not able to join as Chair – Rusty puts in the motion for using the succession and Riddhika seconded the motion – Executive committee approved the succession chain to full fill the positions.
10. Publications Update –
a. IMR V8 – SME tried to pitch the idea to larger audience. There would be possibility of doing this together with MEC division. SME owns the “IMR” copyrights from previous editions and text from previous version can’t be used if Division decided to publish this book with some other publisher. Next steps to this process are organizing another meeting with SME publishing committee to discuss the next steps. Bowen will send out the IMR 8 proposal to the interested members.
b. Handbook – No questions
c. Recording – Steve raised a question if SME can allow recording of these executive meeting but SME attorneys won’t allow the recording. 
d. Another important question raised by committee to organize a specific conference for Lithium and other strategic minerals. It would be good to have conversation around this topic around Mid-Year meeting 2022.
e. Aggregates 2-day short course – Division could support that 2-day short course. There were discussion on what kind of support is required from SME or Division to support these courses? S. Stokowski volunteered to run these courses and provide more information on support needed to run these short courses.
f. Organizing webinar – there was a question from Bill regarding organizing some webinars if possible
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
